Training Courses 2023

Wye Valley Retriever Club will be holding their usual training classes again in
2023 for handlers and their dogs. Our experienced trainers aim to give help,
guidance and advice individually to dog handlers who want to improve the way
they interact with their dogs, whether for picking up, competing in working tests
and field trials or just for fun. Training takes place in small groups of up to eight
arranged in accordance with ability — puppy (up to 18 months old at the end of the
course), foundation, intermediate, novice, and open.

Our trainers are volunteers and the guidance and advice they give for gun dog
training is based on their personal experiences and achievements.

Members may only handle one dog in a class. Please make sure that you attend
your class with a lead, whistle (attached to a lanyard), dummy bag and poo bags.
We reserve the right to offer your training place to someone else if you miss two
lessons without notifying your trainer of a valid reason. There will be no refund of
training fees.
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Please see the training application form for further information. Minimum
requirement for dogs in training are as follows:

e Walk to heel on a loose lead without pulling

e Simple recall

e Sit quietly/sit and stay off the lead — i.e. no noise, whining, barking or
interfering with other dogs.

We recommend taking dogs to obedience classes to attain this standard.

Training classes take place at Westhide Estate, about five miles north east of
Hereford. Please contact us if you need directions.

The classes run for eight weeks on Tuesday evenings from 2 May to 20 June at
Westhide — an eight week course. The classes will take place at 4.30 to 6.00pm
and 6.30 to 8.00pm.

There will be an End of Term Test and Fun Day for those who have completed
training on Tuesday 27 June.

Please let us know if you want to take part in our training classes. You can contact
us by emailing our Training Secretary. You will be made most welcome and we
are sure you will find the classes enjoyable and instructive.

We held our sixteen dog novice field trial on Friday 4" November 2022 at
Dunclent Farm, Kidderminster, by the kind invitation of Michael and Jane
Gough. We are extremely grateful to them and their family for their very
generous hospitality and support, and for all the hard work that they, and their
daughter Helen and son in law Mark, contributed to the successful running of
the trial.

Our judges were Mr Phil Highfield [A], Miss Laura Marsh [B], Mr Leigh Jackson
[NP] & Mr Reuben Mort [NP].

Chief Steward was Iris Wright. Judges’ stewards were Julia Redpath and Sean
McGrath.
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Game carriers were Steve Lax and Paul Egginton. Dale Pointer carried the red
flag. Marking birds down were Terry Dukes and Tony Griffiths. Official pickers
up were Nicola Pointer and Veronica Harris.

Catering was provided by Sarah Akehurst. She did an amazing job with her
“field kitchen” again, with competitors and helpers all grateful for the
refreshments she provided.

Steward of the Beat was Mark Nicholls. His team presented birds excellently
over the guns and were very patient between the drives while the trial
progressed — helped by, | understand, more than one bottle of Port!!

We were extremely lucky to have a beautiful sunny day after several extremely
wet ones. There were three drives. Coppice Piece came first, with the dogs on
the left in a flat stubble and grass field and those on the right in an orchard
alongside a field of young rape.

Tin Hut was next, a big flat open field of emerging winter wheat, but some birds
fell into the adjacent cover crop of maize alongside more young rape. Some
duck were shot here, in addition to the pheasants.

We then had a break for refreshments - the camaraderie of the field trail
community was much in evidence with everyone enjoying chatting so much it
was almost hard to get the trial going again!

Seventeen Acres, which finished the trial, was a banked field of young winter
wheat. After the drive had finished, another apparently dead pheasant (they
breed them tough at Dunclent Farm!) got up and scuttled into the wood at the
edge of the field. Spotted by eagle-eyed Terry, the judges brought our eventual
winner over for the successful retrieve. The judges then took the dogs up to the
adjacent field of rape where some birds had fallen and there our winner
achieved a three dog eye-wipe, finding a bird tucked deep into the crop. The
judges took the three remaining dogs back down into Seventeen Acres for some
long retrieves and a lovely retrieve by Stephen Newitt’s bitch demonstrated
further why she was the Gun’s Choice.

The trial then over, we headed back for the presentations.

Our winner, Lee Burdett, tells me that this was only his second trial! “Bracken”
and he have apparently forged their trusting relationship over several seasons
of picking up. He’'d wanted to try his hand at trialling for a while but Covid
delayed things.

A very big thank you to everyone who contributed to the day and to our
sponsors Skinners for their support. Many congratulations again to Lee,
Stephen and Barney.
